How Great is Our God

Genesis 1:1 - In the beginning God created the heavens and earth.

1 Corinthians 8:6 - Yet for us there is but one God, the Father, from whom all things
came and for whom we live; and there is but one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom
all things came and through whom we live.

Matthew 6:28-29 — Look at the lilies of the field and how they grow. They don’t work
or make clothing. Yet Solomon in all his glory was not dressed as beautifully as they
are.

Proverbs 9:10 — The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom.

Romans 1:20 - For ever since the world was created, people have seen the earth
and sky. Through everything God made, they can clearly see his invisible qualities;
his eternal power and divine nature. So they have no excuse for not knowing God.

Psalm 19:1 — The heavens declare the glory of God, and the sky above proclaims
his handiwork.

Genesis 7:6-10 — Noah was six hundred years old when the floodwaters came on
the earth. And Noah and his sons and his wife and his sons’ wives entered the ark to
escape the waters of the flood. Pairs of clean and unclean animals, of birds and of

all creatures that move along the ground, male and female, came to Noah and
entered the ark, as God had commanded Noah.
