1. WHO the Holy Spirit is  

• Third Person of the Trinity, fully God 

• Advocate, Breath, Comforter, Friend, Helper, Power, Teacher 

• He’s like a dove, oil, water, air, wind, cloud, fire, light, river  

2. WHAT the Spirit does-  

• As God and for God- creates, inspires Scripture, regenerates, resurrects, witnesses  

• For us- comforts, convicts, empowers, guards, guides, loves us & through us, teaches  

3. WHERE the Spirit is- surrounds God’s throne, fills the universe, witnesses to the world, makes his 

home in our heart and meetings as Christians

The Holy Spirit in Mary’s Song- 1:46-47   God made us…  

o 3 parts- spirit, soul, body- I Thes 5:23 

o 3 functions- intellect, emotion, will 

­ Love God with all heart, mind, soul, strength- Mk 12:30  

­ Love others as much as yourself- Mk 12:31  

o 3 levels (see John Eldredge, Resilience, ch 8- Going Deep) 

­ The shallows- distractions, fleeting thoughts 

­ The midlands- safety- anxiety, worry, frustration, cares of this world- keeps you up at night 

­ The depths- security, significance- inner love, joy, peace, faith, hope
