C. Synergy- God and man working together, with God doing the heavy lifting!

e Col 1:29 | labor, struggling with all his energy, which so powerfully works within me.

THE POINT- The Bible is a book, a holy book. Read it like one. Look at the title, blurbs, table of
contents and the beginning and end. It is not meant to be read all at once, but slowly, meditatively,
and repeatedly. Spend extra time in the beginning and end. All to understand it, read it, believe it,
obey it and share it!

3 STEPS TO TAKING IT HOME

1. TRAIN YOUR BRAIN- repeat for a week- God is good. God is in control. God loves me. God
loves everybody.

2. GET ON THE TEAM- Use God'’s synergy- Are you and God a team? Your home? Church? Work?
Community? Pray- Lord, help us pull in the same direction!

3. GET THE BIG PICTURE- Read ahead and behind- the first 3 chapters of Gensis, and the last 3 of
Revelation. What do you see/ Parallels? Contrasts?
